Minimum Requirements 

● 4 weeks worth of camp, teaching, or after-school experience with children in elementary or 
middle school 

● high school graduates with college plans, a current undergrad students, or college degree

● School-year positions are typically 2-8 hours per week and can be arranged around your 
schedule  

● Summer positions are 40 hours per week  
● $15-$20/hr depending on the seniority of role assigned
